Adjective Pronouns : oaAAos and €ETepos

é()\)\og and ETE POS can both be translated as "other", and can both be used as either an adjective or a
pronoun.

aAAOS is used to indicate another of the same kind. eg. That was a nice apple. May I have another?

ETE POS was originally used to mean the other of two, but came to be used for "another, of a different kind".
However, in the New Testament they are often used interchangeably.
