Most First Declension nouns are Feminine, with Nominative Singular ending in -a or -h 
First Declension Masculine nouns have Nominative Singular ending in -aj or -hj 
Feminine -a nouns follow h(mera if the stem ends in a vowel or r (rho). 
Feminine -a nouns follow doca if the stem ends in any consonant other than rho.
