Short Vocabulary - Deponent Verbs

Deponent Verbs are verbs which are Middle or Passive in form, but are Active in meaning.
They look as if they are Middle or Passive, but are best translated in an Active sense

1. The verb apxco means "I rule" when in the Active form. It takes the Genitive ("I am the ruler of . . ")
When used in the Middle form, apxopat, it means "I begin"
